	Stage 3 – Implementation 

	Learning Activities (be as detailed as possible): 

Day One: (Gathering) “Forced Choice” – Have students stand up and move to one side of the room or the other depending on their choice. For example: ‘Would you rather eat or sleep’? 
· Would you rather have a shorter school week or shorter school day?

· Which subject do you like more…Math or English?

· Do prefer to learn by seeing or hearing the material?

· Do you want to get married one day?

· Do you want to have kids?

· Do you want to go to college?

(Lesson) Museum Walk of “racial” and “religious” groups in which students identify and write down stereotypes based on images. (Closer) Define the terms: ‘stereotype’, ‘prejudice’, and ‘tolerance’. Class discussion about the implications of individual stereotypes and prejudices.
Day Two: (Gathering) “Questions in a Box” – Fill a box with questions and pull out a question for discussion.  For example: ‘After five days of school, what do you look forward to most on the weekend?’ (Lesson) View video clip about racial/religious tolerance (i.e. Crash, Arranged Marriage, Kite Runner, The Namesake). Do “chalk talk” about the movie’s implications. (Closer) Answer the following question on an index card: If you could tell others one thing about your race, what would it be?
Day Three: (Gathering) “Penny for your thoughts” – Students should select a penny from a container and share an event/experience from that year.  The pennies should reflect their lifetime. (Lesson) Reading selection in diary format about racial or religious perspective (i.e. a page from “Anne Frank’s Diary” or “I’m both Arab and American” from The Courage to Be Yourself advisory resource book located in Ms. Scott’s office).  (Closer) Select a racial group or religious preference that differs from your own and create a diary entry from that perspective.

	Stage 3 – Implementation 

	Learning Activities (be as detailed as possible): 

Day One: (Gathering) Using index cards, students will write derogatory terms used against the LGBT community (index cards should be posted on board).  (Lesson) Read an article about “hate crimes” based on sexual orientation (e.g. Young Gay and Murdered from Newsweek).  (Closer) Discuss the difference between “tolerance” and “acceptance”.     
Day Two: (Gathering) List the qualities that are essential for an effective marriage.  The teacher should notice whether students listed M/F qualifications.  (Lesson) Debate on gay marriage. Examine California recent court ruling on the legality of gay marriage. (Closer) How would you feel if the state of Georgia legalized gay marriage?
Day Three: (Gathering) Chalk talk: What does it mean to be a man/women?  How do you feel the opposite sex perceives you?  (Lesson) Watch a clip of Hip Hop in America or Beyond the Beat.  Have a class discussion on the representation of women and men in the media (masculinity and femininity).  (Closing) As a young man, how do you feel you treat the young ladies at the LAB?  As a young lady, how do you feel you are representing yourself at the LAB?

	Stage 3 – Implementation 

	Learning Activities (be as detailed as possible): 

*During the month of November, we plan on organizing a school wide community service project (e.g. canned food drive; toiletries drive for a women’s shelter; book drive).   
Day One: (Gathering) Using an opinion continuum ask students if they agree or disagree with a quote relating to service (e.g. “Service is the rent we pay for living. It is the purpose of life and not something you do in your spare time” Marian Wright Edelman).  (Lesson) Research community service opportunities in Atlanta (e.g. Hands on Atlanta; Hosea Feed the Hungry and Homeless; AIDS Atlanta).  (Closing) Narrow the list down to three possible community service activities that you could do with your house.   
Day Two: (Gathering) Metaphor Toy Bag: Use random items from home or your classroom and place them in the center of the room.  Have students select an item that best represents them and discuss how it relates to their personality.  (Lesson) Title: The Reason Why I Give.  Have each house create a poster that expresses why they give back to their community.  These posters will be put together (quilt style) on a wall in the LAB.  (Closing) Write a caption that goes along with the poster your house created.   
Day Three: (Gathering) Question in a Box: Has anyone ever helped you out in a time of need? (Lesson) Students will create inspirational cards for women in homeless shelters.  The advisory will need to provide supplies to create the cards.  The advisory committee will take the cards and any donated toiletries to the shelter.  (Closing) Socratic Seminar: How does it feel to help others in need?
