COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

The Level II language course focuses on the continued development of communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people who speak the language. It assumes that the students have successfully completed a Level I course or are at a Novice-Mid level of proficiency. Students begin to show a greater level of accuracy when using basic language structures, and they are exposed to more complex features of the language. They continue to focus on communicating about their immediate world and daily life activities, read material on familiar topics, and write short, directed compositions. The major means of communication between students and instructors will be in the target language.

Check in with me whenever you feel “off track” – I’m here to help you…we both want you to succeed!! (  We can always work out a time for extra help.

GRADING:  Evaluation will be based on performance assessments, tests, quizzes, oral class participation, class activities and homework.  The percentage break-down is as follows:

Chapter Tests/Exams - 10%

MATERIALS:  Daily materials include the Avancemos textbook and workbook, a notebook with plenty of loose-leaf paper, a folder for handouts, the school planner, as well as pens and/or pencils.   Also, a small Spanish-English dictionary is required.  If the textbook is lost, the student is responsible for the replacement cost.    

TUTORIAL:  I will be available for extra help Mondays at 3:30 and every day by appointment.  You may make an appointment before or after school and/or during your lunch period.  I will do whatever I can to help you ensure success in my class, but understand that these sessions cannot replace time for which you may not have made an effort to be on task and pay attention all along!

MAKE-UPS:  Students who fail to turn in daily assignments due to unexcused absences are not entitled to make up the work for credit.  This includes class cuts/skipping.  Students who miss daily assignments due to unexcused absences, which are supported by written documentation, are allowed to make the work up within three days upon his/her return to school.  It is the responsibility of the student to make arrangements for making up tests, class work, and other assignments after absences.

RE-DO POLICY:  A student may retake a failed test once to achieve a grade of 70.  The original grade will be replaced by the new grade of 70.  All retakes must take place after school within one week’s time of the original test.  All requirements and deadlines will be posted in the classroom and/or the website.   
EXTRA CREDIT:  After each unit you will have the option of replacing one test or quiz grade by designing an original project or creating an activity to present to the class.  The extra credit assignment must be based on the unit or topic for which you want the grade replaced.  (For example, if your lowest grade was on the chapter 2 reading test about food, you would create a project, game, worksheet, etc. based on food and the concepts that were studied in chapter 2).  You must present your idea to me beforehand for approval, at which time I will help guide you in creating and implementing the project.  After its completion and presentation/use in class, you will receive a new grade which will replace the old, original grade for that assignment.  This is due before the last week of the term.

ACADEMIC DISHONESTY: Students are expected to adhere to the highest standards of academic honesty. Plagiarism occurs when a student uses or purchases ghost-written papers or products (including translation websites).  It also occurs when a student utilizes ideas or information obtained from another person without giving credit to that person. If plagiarism or another act of academic dishonesty occurs, it will be dealt with in accordance with the academic misconduct policy as stated in the Atlanta Public Schools Handbook and the Carver School of Health Sciences Handbook.
Finalmente…Upon entering the class, students are to follow this procedure:  Enter promptly, write the date in Spanish, the day’s objectives, and the agenda in their notebook.  Then begin the warm-up activity.  Class is not over until the closure has been completed and I have dismissed you. (Not the bell!()
